MEALS:

During the closure dates of March 16th through April 3rd, Campbell Union School District will be
offering free meals, available for pick-up from 11:00am to 12:00pm, Monday through Friday.
These meals will be free to all children aged 18 years and younger and will not be consumed on
site. We will offer a pre-packaged lunch and a pre-packaged breakfast for the following day. Any
child from any school site can go to any of the participating locations to pick up free meals. Meal
pick up locations: Blackford, Capri, Castlemont, Lynhaven, Rosemary, Sherman Oaks,
Monroe Middle.

ONLINE ACCESS FOR STUDENTS:

Campbell Union School District will be providing temporary at-home access to Chromebooks for
qualifying students. Students who are in Grades 2-5 who don’t already have access to a device at
home will be able to check out a device from their elementary school for use during school
closure.

These Chromebooks will be sanitized and ready to check out to qualifying students starting
Wednesday, March 18.

To receive a Chromebook, you will receive and sign a student pledge detailing expected use of a
Chromebook. Copies will be made available in English and Spanish. Students who check-out a
Chromebook are expected to return the device upon their return to school.

Pickup will be at the following times and locations.
¢ Wednesday from 11:00am to 1:00pm: Rosemary, Castlemont, Lynhaven
e Thursday from 11:00am to 1:00pm: Blackford, Sherman Oaks, Capri

Note: If you attend another CampbellUSD elementary school and your 2nd-5th grader needs
access to a Chromebook, please visit one of the above sites at the above times to receive a
device.
